Rules
PITCH

· The length of the pitch will be 22 yards with the boundary limit of 45 yards.

BATTING

· Wooden bats and full protective equipment, including helmets, must be worn when batting.

· Each game shall consist of one innings per side.  Each inning to be of 20 overs duration.  An over is made up of 6 balls. 

· Batters may run on any ball whether it is hit or not.

· An innings is closed when an agreed number of overs has been bowled or all batters are out

BOWLING 
· Players will bowl with a 5oz cricket ball 

· The wicket keeper will be the only player who can not bowl.

· Over arm bowling only.  Only 6 balls to be bowled in any over, except in the final over of an innings.

· At least 4 of the team must bowl. 

· No bowler may bowl more than 5  overs  in any game
· Should the ball bounce more than once or roll along the ground, before reaching the striker the umpire shall call and signal no ball at the instant of the second bounce or when ball starts to roll.

· 2 Runs will be awarded to the batting team for each wide ball and no ball bowled but no extra ball will be allocated, except in the final over of each innings when in addition to the 2 runs an extra ball will be bowled.

SCORING

· Standard cricket scoring applies.

· The team scoring the most runs in its innings shall be the winner.  In the event of the score being equal, the team losing the least number of wickets shall be declared the winner.  If the teams are still equal the match shall be declared a tie.
